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Every half term your child will focus on developing a set of key skills in each subject of the curriculum. We encourage you to discuss these skills and how they have been, and could be, applied with your child throughout this term. At the end of this half term you will receive an overview of the progress that your child has made. The progress report will show you the grade that your child achieved at the beginning of the half term and the grade they are now working towards. 

The criteria for the different grades have been established for our Panaga School Middle Years curriculum based on the UK GCSE and iGCSE expectations for Grades 1 - 9. Students are expected to make progress from one grade to the next over a full academic year therefore each grade is divided into sub-levels to help monitor progress made within a grade. 

The table below shows the expected range of achievement for students in M1 and M2 in the wider context of their education to the completion of GCSE level courses, usually at age 16.
